An action was approved by Session to support the Christian Educa-
tion Committee’s proposed small group study on discipleship to be 
launched this fall. The groups are to be known as Follow-ship 
Groups. Each group will have a facilitator and resource materials 
and will decide there meeting time and place. Look for sign up 
sheets in the Gathering Place. 
 

A motion was brought by the Stewardship & Finance Committee on 
behalf of the Technology Committee, and approved by Session, for 
expenditures to upgrade various technology infrastructures in the 
church.
